That the owner, manager, proprietor or keeper of any skating rink op-
erated within the City of Albany, Oregon, shall pay to said City a:licenee 3
fee of 860,00 per annum, provided that no license shall be issued for a f ”
eriod of less than six months, and the calendar year shall be desemed the o
icense year within the meaning of this section.

It shall be uanlawful for the ownar, manager, proprietor or keeper of
any skating rink operated within the City of Albany to &fAfer or permit the
same to be operated on the first day of the week commonly ocnlled Sunday,
Bection. 4.-
It shall be unlswful for the owner, manager, proprietor or keeper
of any vkating rink in the ity of Albany to suffer or pemit boys under l
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eighteen (18) years of age and girls under sixteen (16) years of age to
remain in and on the rremises of said skating rink after the hour of 8 o'e
closk P,H, durirs the months of January, February, March, October, November
and December, and after the hour of 3 o'clook P,X, during the monthe of April,
May, June, July, August and September, unless such boy or girl be accompanied
by A parent or legal guardian, 3

Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance, upon ocn=
viction thereof bvefore the Raecorder'e Court, be punished by fine of not more
than $100,00 or oy imprisonment in the city Jail for a pariod of not more than
fifty days, or by both such fine and imprisonment.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict isrewith are hereby
repealed,

Inasmuch aes this ordinence is nsoessary for the immediate preservation
of the public realth, peace and safety of the City of Albany, therefore an
emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance shall be in force
snd effect from and after ite passage by the Council And aspproval by the
Mayor.
