Alf ORDINAl~ CI Regulating the trattic ot motor veh1cl .. in th• City of Albany, 
orepn, and proTiding a penalty tor Tiolat1on thereot. 

THI PF.OP!.& OP THK CIT'l OF ALBANY, O.iV.GON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

section 1. from and atter the takin g ot ;;! feet ot thh ordi nance it shn ll be

unlawful within the City or Albany, Ore gon, for any person driving R motor vehi• 

cl• upon any street, alley or privat e driveway, which ia int• u·aoc·t a d by the

primary highlray ot the state of Oregon, known and deeignatee aa the . Cacific High-
wrq, or which enter1 aaid l'acific Hi glMay, to cross said l'ac1fic Highway, or enter
tbe 1aa1, without firet bringing to complete etop such motor vehicle. 

Section 2. For the purposes of this ordinance the pacific Higbway shall be
con1trued to be t he etreete, and parte of street.a, in the City of Albany, Oregon, 
ae follow11 to-wit: Salem Road f rom Geary Street to Main Street; Main Street
from Sill •.!Ill Road to .Firat St1·eet; First Street from i.!ain Street to Waahington
Street; Waehington Street from First Street t o Sixth Street; Sixth Street from
wa1h1ngton Street to lHm street, and Ellil Street from Sixth Street to Fourteenth

Street. 

Section :;. The Council of the City of Albany, Oregon, 1e lrnreby authorized
and directed to cause euft'icient eign1, or mA.r kera, to be erected, orplAced at
the internctiona or llll street1, alleys s .nd private driveway• along said Pacific
HilhwBY in said City, whi<th ani d Qigne or markers ehall be in plain view and
1ball indicate to the travelling public that motor vehicle s are required to atop

at the inter1ectiona where such aig1ll indicate. 

Section 4. It shRll be unlawful for sny p erson to make a reverse turn with a
motor Tehicle within the street intersection at First and Ell.w:orth Street.a in

the City of Albany, Oregon. 

section 5. AnY peraon violating the provisions of this ordim1.nce shall upon
conTiction, before the Recorder• e Court, be punished by fine or not mo1·e than
Twenty-Five Dollar• ($25..00), or . by imprieonment in the city jail not to exceed
twelT• ( 12) day1, or by.;~ itch fine and imprisonment, at the discretion of the

court.
