Any pereon, firm or corporation with whom any contract may be entered into by
the City of Albany for the making of said improverent shall, before oormencing the
same, and at the time of signing such osntrmct, furnish eaid City with a good and
sufficient bond, with good and sufficient surety thereon, to be approved by the
Mayor of eaid City, in a sum equal to at least fifty (507) per centum of the auount
to be paid on such contract for the faithful performance thereof,

geotion 2, If the person, firm or corporation enterins into such contract with
the Yy 01 Aloany for the making of said improvement shall not complete the same
within the time nmentioned and specified in such contract, the City of Albany shall s
deemed to have suffered damages on acoount thereef in the sum of $5,00 per day for
each and every day the conmpletion of eaid work is delayed beyond the time so stated
in said contract, which amount ahall be paid by tne contractor doing ths work at the i
time of the coupletion thereof, provided the Council may extend the time for the ]
completion of snid improvement should circumstances warrant such extension. i
