Section 3. ° EREUTS

It shall be unlawful for any person to bring into or receive lu the City of Albany, 
for : 3, le, or to sell or offer for sale t'r. ertin or to : rave Cn l: and for sale, any milk
or milk products defined in this ordinance, who does not possess a permit form the
Health Officer of the Litt' of hlbany, and such permit may be revoked by the Health
Cffider of : he .: ity of Albany, upon any violation by the holder thereof, of any of
the terms of this Ordinance, provided that the holder of said perm_ t, after comply - 
lug with such revocation, shall nave the right to appeal to the Council. 

And no permit shall be issued to any person for the s le and/ or distribution of milk
wt ich has not been produced by a regularly inspected and approved dairy, and no milk
or milk products shall be sold, kept for sale or offered for s:, le unless the dairy
producing such milk shall first neve been regularly inspected by the health officer
of the City of - lbany or his duly authorized representative and such dairy ap^ roved
by such inspector as a dairy meeting the requirements of this ordinance, 

lio permit shall be issued except to those who have complied with the provisions of
this Ordinance and who are licensed by the State Milk ; orzrol Board. 

The fees for permits as provided or herein shall be as follows: $ 1. 00 per year per
producing cow shall be ci:arged all producer -distributors provided that the minimum fee
for permits for producer - distributors shall be ^97. 50 and the maximum fee therefor shall
be 435. 00. All plants engaged in the distrivution of milk or milk products shall pay
a permit fee computed on the basis of the number of- zoducing cols f.rnishing milk to

said plant. /, o minimum or Maximum fee shall apply to aistributing plants. Fees may be
paid quarterly. 

Distributing plants handling milk produced by dairies outside of the Klbany Milk pro- 
duction area snall pay a permit fee of y25. 00 per annum, payable In advance. 

All fees for permits shun be paid to the Recorder of the City of 11any, Oregon, and
by 4. m Luinied over to the ' treasurer of suid GI ty . 

Section 2. That item 24 of dectlon 7 of said Ordinance be and the same is hereby
amended to read as follows: 

BOTTLING AND CAPPING: 

Milk shall be pottled from a container with a readily cleanable valve or by means of
a bottlliA : aaci+ ine approved by the health officer ! v: d all bottles shall be capped
mechanically a nd not . manually. Bott. 111A machines snall be cleaned and disinfected
before each usegs. Cads stall be pureh5sed in ;, ariltary containers and iept therein
until used. i, 11 raw milk consumed as such she 11 be bottled bi the producer thereof, 
provided however, that milk sold to public eatl rg houses for kitchen use only may be
delivered in bulk in containers w' 1eh have the approval of the health officer. 

It shall be unlawful for any person to use milk bottles for any other purpose than
that of containing milk and m_ lk products or o: har drinks for adman consumption. 

Section 3. That Section 19 Cf said Ordinance shall be and is hereby amended to read
as follows: 

E: 1' F0110E1:_`; T OFFICERS. 

The ; ouncil of the Jity of Albany in hereby authorized to appoint such officer or
Officers as may bo required for the purpose of enforciw,, the provisions of this
ordinance which said officer s.. all have full power r, nd authority of a health officer
as oonter,; plated by the ter;as of this ordinF, nce.
