shall mean the aggregate at time of a llpurkirr of any one vehicle
within a space of 220 feet c;• esured slang the curb line and shall
not exceed the time limit indicated by such signs. 

b) Such time limits shall :. ot apply on Quadays or legal holidays
or between the hours of 6 P. M. and 9 L. M. 

o) Such time limits shall :: ot apply to light delivery vehicles
see definition). or to passenger vehicles being used exclusively

for delivery purposes, when either of same can be recoEnized as

such by t he name of t he o%me r and t he na ture of t he bu s ine as f or
which it Is used being plainly visible upon such vehicle while
the acme is parked alongside the street curb ( not double parked) , 
directly in front of the place of business to which it belongs.
