ORDINANCE NO.1582

A Bill for
AN ORDINANCE providing for the holding of a special election in the

City of Albany, Oregon, on August 30, 1944, for the purpose of submitting
to the qualified voters of said City for their adortion or rejection measures
for the ann: xation of certain territories to said City as appears by Resolu- 
tion No. 12 adopted by the Council on July 26 1944, and for the holding of
special a ections within the territories described in said Resolutions; desig- 
nating the places for the holding of such special elections, appointing the
judges and clerks thereof and declaring an emergency. 

THE PEOPLE OF ME CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLL MS: 
Sectionl. 

That for the purposes set forth herein and in the manner provided by
law and this Ordinance a special election shall be held in the City of Albany, 
Oregon, on ' Wednesday, August . 30, 1944, co=-- ncing at the hour of one otclock
P. l'. of said day and continu6ing until the hour of eight o' clock PX. of said

day. 
Section 2. Said election shall be held in the lobby at the Railroad

Street entrance to the Senior High School wilding in the City of Albany, and
the following persons are hereby appointed as Judges and Clerk,, of the Election
Board in said City, namely, 
Judges: F. E. Yantassel Clerks : Clara Perry, Pauline Hacklema n

Section 3. Before entering upon the duties of their office said Judges
and Clerks shall subscribe to the f ollowiag oath: 

I do solemnly swear that I will support the Constitution and laws of
the United States and of the State of Oregon; that I will perform the duties
of Judge ( or Clerk as the case may be) of election according to law and to the
beat of my ability and I will studiously endeavor to prevent fraud, deceit and

abuse in conducting the election." 
Any person authorized to administer oaths or one of the Judges hereby

appointed is empowered to administer the oath to the Judges and Clerks of the

election. 

Section 4. If any Judge or " lerk of the election shall fail to attend
and serve, then the remaining members of the Board and other voters present at
the opening of the poles may sel=ct another person in his or her place. 

Section 5. The Recorder of the City of Albany shall give notice of said
special election by publication thereof in the Albany Democrat Herald, a news- 

paper of general circulation printed within the City of Albany, Oregon, and

within the territory proposed to be annexed once each week for four consecutive
w@eke and also b; posting notices there of in four public places within the City
of Albany and four public places within each of the territories described in
said Resolution f or a like period and in the manner provided in the Charter of
the City of Albany. 

Section 6. That the Recorder shall cause to be printed and shall supply
a sufficient number of ballots and sample ballots, records, supplies, furniture, 

voting booths and ballot boxes at each of said voting places as provided herein
In due time for their use by the Elections Boards and voters at the time of
holding the election. 

Section 7. That for the purpose of submitting the question of annexation
of the several territories described in said Resolution No. 12 to the qualified
legal voters of such territories respectively for their adopt on or rej.. ction
a special election shall be held in each of said territories, to -wit: 

TERRITORY NO. I. 

Beginning at the Northeast corner of Abram Heckleman' s D. L. C. Not. 699, 
and Claim No. 62 in Tp. 11 S. R. 377. of the will. tier. in Linn County, Oregon, 

and running thence :; ast: rly to the North line of what is known as River Street
in Burkhart Park Addition to the City of Albany and running thence Easterly along
the North line of sgid Str, et to its intersection with the Nest line of the Anderson
Cox D. L. C. extended Northerly, thence South along the lest line of said D. L. C. to

the South line of Salem roe9, th-mce ' Vesterly 30 feet to the :"lest line of the
County road commonly known as Brick Yard Road, thence Southerly along the : Pest
line of said read to the : forth ling of State Highway No. 20, known as Santiem

Highway, thence Northwesterly along the North line of said Highway to the Esst
line of Bryants Addition to the City of Albany, thence South and along the Nast

line of St. James Park Addition to the City of Albany to the South3ast corner
of said Addition, thence Masterly along the South line of said Addition to the
center line of Geary Street, thence Northerly along the cantor line of Gearye Street to the place of beginning. 
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TERRITORY NO. 2. 

Beginning at the intersaction of the West line of Ferry Street with the
North line of what is commnly known as Fifteenth Street and running thence East- 
erly along the North line of said Fifteenth Street and followings the curves there- 
of to the Southeast corner of Cak Grove Acres, thence Northwesterly along the East
boundary line of said Cak Grove Acres, it being the ' Vestern boundary line of a
County road, and following the said boundaryline of said road to the South line of
Ninth Street, trance " lest rly alon.; the South line of ninth Street to the West
line of Railroad Street extended, thence in a Southwesterly direction to the South- 
east corner of Block 96 in ?:onteit: is douthern Addition, thence Southwesterly along
the Eastern boundary line of the Donation Land Claim of Thomas Monteith to a point
where the same intersects the South line of Fourteenth Street extended Easterly, 
thence 71esterly along, said South boundary line of Fourteenth Street and its exten- 
sion to the ' llest line of Ferry Street, thence Southerly along the '" est line of
Ferry Street to the place of beginning. 

TERRITORY NO. 3. 

Beginning at the Southeast corner of Lot 6 in Block C in Central Addition
to the City of Albany, Linn County, Oregon, thence '. Vest along the North line of
Fifteenth Street to the '. lest line of the Facific highway, thence Southwesterly

aalong the '. lest line of said Facific Highway to its intersection with the Korth
line of Seventh Street extended easterly from Schultz Front Addition to the
City of Albany, thence '. lesterly and along the North line of said Seventh street
to the West line of the County road, thence Northerly along the ' hest line of
said road to a point 11. 715 chains Southerly from the South line of Fifteenth
Street, tnenee 3; esterly and parallel with the South line of Fifteenth Street
to the East line of property now owned and occupied by the Bureau of k: in_s of
the United States Goverrnc. ert, thence Northerly along the East line of said pro- 
perty to the North line of Fifteenth Street, thence easterly along the ; forth
line of Fifteenth Street to the Southwest corner of Block 9 in Rosc, ment Additibn
to the C ity of Albany, Oregon, thence Northerly along the : lest line of said
Addition to the South line of Thirteenth Street, thence Easterly along the South
line of Thirteenth Street to the lest line of Vine Street, thence Southerly along
the West line of Vine Street to the North line of Fourteenth Street, thence East- 

eUly along the North line of Fourteenth Street to the Westarn line of the right
of way of the Southern Pacific Railway Company, thence Southerly along said right
cf way line to the place of beginning. 

TERRITORY NO. 4. 

Beginning at the South -.-lest corner of Block 7 in City View Addition
to the City of Albany, Cr, gon, and running thence Easterly alonf, the South line
of said clock 7 to the Southwest corner of Block 6 in said Addition, thence

Southerly and along the " lest line of Blocks 9, 14 and 17 in said Addition to
the Southwest corner of said Block 17, thence Southerly to the Northeast corner
of Block 4 in Albany heights Addition to said City, thence ' Vesterly along the
Northe- n boundary line of said Addition to the East line of Broadway Street, 
thence Sout erly along the rest line of nroadvray Street to the . jcuth line of
fifteenth Street, thence ,' lest to the '. lest line of ;, ueen Street, thence South- 

westerly along the ' lest line of said ; ueen Street to the Southwest corner of

Block 6 in Hazelwood Addition to the City of Albany, Cregon, which is the East
line of Lincoln Street, thence Northerly slong, the East line of Lincoln Street
to the North line of said Hazelwood Addition, thence Easterly to the ' lest line

of Broadway street, thence Northerly along the Test line of Broadway Str-,et to
the north line of Ninth Street extended, thence Easterly to the place of begin- 
ning. 

TERRITORY NO. 5. 

All that portion of that certain tract of land known as tract No. l
of Bryants Tracts now owned by the City of Albany, Oregon, and commonly known
as dryant' s Park and extending the full width thereof to the center of the
Willamette River. 

Said special elections in said territories shall be held at the

some time and in the same manner as providea in this Ordinance for the holding
of the special election in the City of Albany, Oregon, as h-, reinabove designated, 

and in accordance with the Charter of said City. 

That the places within the respective territories heroinabove designa- 
ted for the holding of such special elections and the names of the Judges and
Clerks of elections therein are as follows, to -wit:

Whereas existing conditions are such that this ordinance is
necessary for the peace, health and safety of the people of the 1, ity of
Albany, therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this ordinance
shall take effect and be in full force immediately from and after its passage
by the Council and approval by the L; ayor.
