TEM 111.0FL OF T CITY CF ALBANTY DO ORDAIN AS FCLLO7..1S: 

Section 1. That the L. ayor and 6cuncil of the 1, ity of Albany, Oregon, 
are hereby authorized and directed to ., roceed to vacate rourteenth Street
between the :•cast lire of %;ashingten Street and the east line of Vine street
and the alley running_, northerly and southerly through Blocks 0 and b and
alley running northerly and southerly thrcu, h Block 4 for a distance of 10C
feet nath of 14th z>treet, all in central Addition to the ; ity of Albany, Linn

County, Cregon. 

Section 2. The µecorder of the City of Itlbany, Oregon, is hereby auth- 
orized and directed to give notice of ti;e vacation of said portion of said
street and of tt3 alleys hereina' bove described by publishing the same in the
Albany Lemocrat- Ferald, a newspaper of general circulation publisn-3d in the City
of Albany, Oregon, once each week for four successive weeks, which said notice

shall describe the portion of said street and of said alley nerein contemplat> d
to be vacated and w!ach said : notice shall state that the Council of the " itvcf

Albany, Oregon, will, on the 25th day of July, 1945, at 7: 30 o' clock F. Y. of

said day, at the i; it•y Council Cnamoers of the - ity of Albany, Oregon, hear cb, ject- 
ions or remonstrances to th3 vacation of said portion of said street and alley
by any person or persons interested therein and particularly by the oviners cf the
real property effected thereby. The- ecorder of said City, within five days

after the first publication of said notice, s.".all cost or caul? to be posted at or
near each end of said street herein proposed to bT vacated and also at or near
each endcf said alley herein pracosed to be vacated, a copy of said notice, which

shall be headed " NOTICE CF 3TKMT A'" D ALLEY VACATIC` i.", and such notice shall slso

be posted in a t least two cor.slicuous places within said proposed vacation of
said street and of said alley. The posting and first day cf r,ublicaticn of such
notice shall not be less tlan twenty- eijht days before the time of such hearing
as hereinabcve stated. 

Section 3. NH10EAS, the peace, health a;, d safety of the people of the
City of Alba:. y requires that this Crdinance shall become izurediately effective. 
THEREFORL, an emergency 1s hereby declared tc exist and this Crdinance shdll
become in full force and effect i:rxaediately upon its final passa^ e by tha
Council and approval by the L. ayor.
