A Bill for an orditance rroviding for the time and manner cf improving Second Strest

from the east line of Majn Streset to the west line of Fine Street in the City of Albaw,
Oregon, providing how the cost of such im-rovement shall be raid, the penalty or damaw;

to the City cof albany by the person or persons making such improvemant if the same shall
not be completed on the time acreed upon, and the siving of a good and sufficient bond

for the falthful performance of the work of such improvement, and providing for the

glvéng by the Yecorder of said City of notice for bids fer the completion of said improve-
ment.

THE FEOFLE OF THE CITY CF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLCHS:

Section 1. That Second Street from the east line of MNain Street to the west line
of Fine Street shall be improved in the following manner, to-wit: g .

1, By grading said street to the proper sub-grade.

2., By surfacing the roadway of said street full
width with full intersections with crushed rock
and crushed gravel base and oil mat surface.

3. By laving and constructing concrete zutters.

4, Uy constructing concrete curbs and sidewalks
wherever necessary.

5. By installing a proper drainage system.

. Said improvement shall be made inaccordance with the charter and ordinances of the |
City of albany, Orsgon, and the plans, specifications and estimates of Jalter #. Larsen,
Engineer, for the improvement of said street filed in the office of the Recorder of said
City of albany on the 23rd day of June, 1945,

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds to be colk
lected and arisinz upon and out of the assessments hereafter to be made, agscertained and
declared by the Council of the City of albany on the lots and parts of lots adjacent to
said portion of sald street so to be improved as hereinabove described and espscially
and particularly benefitved thereby, as provided by the charter of said city of Albany.

Said improvement shall be completed by the lst day of September, 1945.

All bids for the making of said improvement de=med unreasonable by the Council may
be re jected.

any person, firm or corporation with whom any contract may be entered into by the
City of Albany for the making of said improvement shall, before comm2ncing said improve-
ment and at the time of sicrning sueh contract, maze, execute and deliver to said City a
good and sufficient bond with sufficisnt surety thereon to be aporoved by the hayor of tie
City of Albany in a sum equal to fifty per cent of the amount to be paid under such con-
tract for the faithful performance thereof.

Section 2. If the person, firm or corporation entering into any contract with the
City of Albany to make said improvement shall not complete the same within the time men-
tioned and sp:cified in such contract, the ity of alvany shall bz deemed to suffer dama-
ges on account thereof in the amcunt of ;25.00 per day for each and every day the comple-
tion of said work is delayed beyond the time stated in such contract, which amount shall
be paid by such contractor doing thes work at the cocmpletion thereof unless the time of
the completion of said improvement be extended by the Council.

Section 3. The hecorder of the City of albany is hereby ordered and directed to

immediately give proper notice for bids for making of said improvement by publisting such

notice t=n days in the albany Democrat-herald, a newspaper of general circulation puolisted

in the City of albany, fully deseribing in said notice the time and manner of doing said

work of improving said portivn of sald sireet.
