Section 1. That Mason Street from the south line or
Second Street to the north line of Salem Road in the City or Albany, 
Oregon, be improved in the following manner, to-wit: 

l. By gr ading the s ame to the prope r grade. 
2. By paving t he same with hard surfa ce pavement. 

By installing concrete sidewalks, curbs and gutters
wherever necessary.

The cos t of the making of sai d improvement s hall be paid
out or t he fu.'lds to be co l .l ected a nd arising upon and out of the assess -
ments hereafter t o be m~ de , ascer tained and decl a r ed by the Council o:t
the City of Albany on the lots and par ts of lots a djacent t o said portion
or said street s o to be inproved as hereinabove described a nd especi a lly
and parti oularl y benefited ther eby , as pr ovided by the Charter of said

City or Albany. 

Said improvement shall be completed by the 31st day CJf

October, 1947. 

All bids f or t he mal-: ing of said improvement deemed un-

reasonable by the Council ma y be rejected . 

Any per son, firm or corporation with whom any contract
may be entered into by t he City of Al bany for the making of sai d im-
provement shall, befor e commen ci ng sai d iro_ rovement and at the time of
signing s uch contract , make , execut e and cl.e l ive r to sai d City a g ood a nd
sufficient bond wi th suffici ent surety thereon to be appr oved by the
Mayor of the Ci ty· of .<\lb. any in a sum e o.ual to fifty pe r ce nt of the

amount to be J;>Sid under such contract for the f ait hful per f ormance

thereof • 

Section 2 . If th.e pe'rson, finn or corporation entering
into any contrac t with the Cit' of Albany to make sai d i npr ovem ent shall
not o·anplcte the same within the time nentioned and specifie d i n s uch
contract , the Ci ty of Albany s h.all be deemed t o suffer damages on ac-
count th.e:r:eof in t he amount of ;,;25 . 00 per day f or each and every day
the coraple·t ion of said work is delayed beyond the t ime stated in such
contract, w:11oh amount s.hall be paid by s uch contractor doing the work
at the completion t he r eof unless the time of the canpletion of said im-
pl'Qvement be extended by the Council.
