AN ORD:nlANCE to determine the probable oost ot certain im-
provements whioh the Counoil ot the City ot Albany, Oregon has deter-
mined to make in Resolution o. 33 adopte d by said Council on the 9th
day ot April, 1947 to make on EIGHTH STIBET from the west line of Cala-
pooia Street to the east line ot line~t on the south side of the
canal and VINE ~ fran the south line Of Eigh th Street Canal to
the north I!ii8 01' Ninth Street, in t he City of ,Ubany, Oregon; to as-
certain, assess, determine and declare the proportionat. e share or such
probable cost of such inprovement of said Street t hat is assessed upon
each lot or part thereof adjacent to said part of said Street to be so
improved; to direct the Recorder of said City to entor a statement or
such assessment in the Dooket of City Liens as provided by the Cha rter
ot said City. 

WHEREAS on the 26th day of March, 1947 the Council of the
City of Albany, Ore on duly adopted a resolution requiring the City
Engineer of said City to make plans and spe cifications for the imp rove-
ment of Eighth Street from t h e west line of Ca lapooia Street to the
east line of Vi ne Street on th e s outh side of the canal end Vine Street
trom the south line of Ei ghth Street Canal to the north line of Ninth
Street, in the follovdn g manner to-wit: 

l. By grading said streets to the proper sub- grade. 
2. By installing concrete curbs and gutters wherever

necessary. 
3. By paving said streets with oil mt surface. 

and for the estimates of the work to be done on said portion of said
streat and the probable cos t t hereof and recr- i iring that such plans, 
specifications, e stima.tes and probable cost be filed in the Recorder 1 s
Otrioe or said City, sa id Res olution bein g endorsed, " Resolution No. 
16" and adopted the 26th day of arch, 1 94 7. 

WHEREAS the City En gineer of said City of Albany pursuant
to said Resolution No. 16 mad e plans, specifications and est.iJJlates
as directed by the said Resolution f or the improvement of sa id St1- ee t
in the manner specified in said Resolution No . 16 and f iled said plans, 
specification s and estimates in the Re corder' s Office of said City on
the 9th day of April, 1947. 

VIHEREA S the Counc il on t he 9th day of April , 1947, by Reso-
lution No. 33 duly adopted by said Council, d etermined and resolved
that it deemed it expedient and that said Council proposed to .iJJlprove
Eighth Stree t from the west line of Calapooia t r eet to the east line
of Vine Street on the sout h sid e of the canal and Vi ne St r eet from the
so·uth line of Eighth Str eet Canal to the north line of Ninth Street, 
in the manner provided in said Resolution No . 33 , and : 

THER EAS, in and by sai d Res olution o. 33 adopted as afore-
said by the Council t he Recorder of said City was duly ordere d and di-
rected by said Council to ive notice of said propo sed improvement of
said Street as provided by the Charter of said City and: 

WHEREA S the Re corder in pursuan ce of said order and direc-
tion ot the Council of s id City did duly g1 ve notice of said reposed
improvement of said treet in t he ma nner provided by tho Charter of
said City and: 

lc'IHEREAS , the said Council 1n and by said Resolution No. 33
ascortained and detennined the t otal probable cost of mal'.ing said i m-
provement of said trea t to be pa id by the 011ner s of the r ea l property
adjacent to said portion of said Stree t to be impr oved as spec ified i n
said Resolution No . 33 to be the sum of $17 53 . 82 .

THE PEOPU: OF THE CI TY OF ALB.ANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. That Eighth Street from the west line 'of Cala-
pooia Street to the east line of Vine Street on the south side of the
canal and Vine 0treot fran tho south line of Ei ell th Street Cunal to
the north lino of Ninth Street, in the City of Albany, Or egon be im-· 
proved as follows: 

l. By grading said streets to the proper sub-grade. 
2. By inRtnlllng concrete curbs and gutters wherever

neoessary. 
3. By paving said streets with oil mat surface. 
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all in ,coordance with said Reso1ution No. 33 a.rid th.e plans and speci-
tS.ca1; iQns tor said improvement tiled by the City ~ngineer with the .Re-
corder ot said City ot Albatly• Oregon on the 9th day or April. 1947. 

Section 2. That the probable cost ot making said imp~ove­
ment ot said street in the manner heretofore determined by the Council
ot Albany in and by Resolution l!o. 33 to be paid by the owners of the
real property adjacent to said portion of said Street is hereby de-
clared to be the sum or $17.53.82. 

Section 3. That the proportionate share of said probable
ooat ot said im.provement of said Street assessed upon each lot or part
thereof adjacent to said part of said Street to be improved as afore-

sai.d and as determined by said Council in and by said Resolution No. 33
is hereby ascertalned and. declared to be the sum set and placed immed-
iately atter the separate descriptions of each or such lots or parts
thoreot as tollows:
