Section 1: That 7th Avenue from the Fast Line of Railroad Street
to the' West Line of Jackson Street, being the street between
Plocks 16 and 17, Hackleman' s 2nd A•iditien to the City of All -any
be and the same is hereby vacated as a t>ublic street in the City
of Albany. 

Section 2: Nothing herein contained shall cause or require

the removal1 of or abandonment of any sewer, water main,, gas main, 

wire., role used for any public service and the ric;ht hereb is

reserved for the owner of any such utility to continue to maintain, 
repair, reconstruct, or enlarge such utility. Any and all contem- 

plated building plans in said vacated area sliall be submitted for
approval to the City nuilding Inspector and to the owner of such
utility.
