Sectioen 1: 1In a manner provided by law and in this Ordinance and for
the purpose set forth herein, a special election shall be held in the City of
Albany, Cregon, on the 18th day of May, 1956, commencing at the hour of 8300
o'clock AWvs of the same day, Pacific Standard Time.

Section 3¢t That the Judges and Clerks of the special election to supervise
the eTection In each ward and within the precinct voting places of the City of
Albany shall be the same clerks and Judges designated by the county court of
Linn County In an ordinance entered the Sth day of February, 1956, to act as
Judges and clerks for the regular primary election in the 20 voting precincts
within the City of Albany, Cregon,

Section 4: The judges and clerks shall qualify by subscribing to an oath
in the manner and form provided by law and in case of any such officers shall
fail to attend, then those present shall elect another to act in Nhis place.,

Section 5: The City Recorder shall cause notice of sald special election
to be given By publication thereof in a newspaper of general circulation
published in the City of Albany, Cregon, once a week for two successive weeks;
first publication to be within thirty days next preceding the date of the
special election, sald notice shall state the time, voting places and a statement
of the substance of the referred ordinance.

Section €t The Clty Recorder, {n addition to the notice requlred by
Section stiall cause to be posted In ten consplcuous places within each of
the three wards, at least ten davs before the date of the special election,
notices of the special election In the following form:
