probable cost thereof, and renuiring that such plans, specifications arid estimates and

probable coat be filed in the recorder' s office in the said City. 

WHt. HEAS, the City Engineer of the said City of Albany, pursuant to said Hesolution
No. 372 made plans, specifications and estimates as directed by said resolution and filed
said plans, specifications and estimates in the necorder' s office of said City on the
22nd day of Auc: ust, 1956. 

WhEnLAS, the Council on the 12th day of ) eQtember, 1956, by Hesolution No. 387, duly

adopted by the said Council determined and resolved that it deemed it expedient and that
the said Council proposed to improve the above named street in the above stated manner. 

WHEREAS, no remonstrances were i' lled after notice was yIven as provided by law and
the Council of the City of Albany on the loth day of October, 1956, duly passed ordinance

No. Zt92 establishing the time and manner of making said improvements. 

WHEREAS, the said improvement assessed, has been duly made in accordance with the
laws of the State of Oregon and with the. Charter of the City of Albany, Oregon. 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF AL - ANY DU URDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1: That the cost of making said imcrovements of said street in the manner
heretofore determined by the Council of the City of Allany, Ore, -.on, in and by I< esolution

Numbers 372 and 367 and in Urdinance `. o. 2692 to he paid by the owners of the real property
adjacent to sold portions of said street and particularly benefitted thereby is hereby
declared to he the sum of 57, 091. 94 of which the City of Albany shall pay the sum of

639. 49 for Intersections and drainage and the balance of : 6. 452. 45 shall be pald by the

owners of the real property adjacent to said streets and particularly benefitted thereby. 

Section 2: The proportionate share of said costs of the improvement of said street
assessed upon each lot or part thereof adjacent to saic street im; roved anti particularly
benefitted thereby is hereby ascertained and declared to be the sum set and placed
immediately after the separate descriptions of each such lots or parts thereof as follows:

Section 3: That the itecorder of the City of Albany, Oregon is hereby ordered
and directed to immediately enter a statement of the assessments made and declared by
the Ordinance together with the names of the respective owner of such lots or parts
thereof herein above described in the docket of City Liens of said City of Albany, 
Oregon, as provided in the Charter of said City and to give notice thereof as provided
by law. 

Section 4: Inasmuch as the passage of this Ordinance is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the peace, health and safety of the citizens of the City of Albany, 
Oregon, an emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance shall be in full

force and effect immediately upon its passage by the Council and its approval by the
Mayor of the City of Albany, Oregon.
