THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY, OREOON, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

e t o 1: TRAFFIC VIOLATICNS BUREAU CREATSD

a) The Municipal Judge shall establish and shall be in charge of a Traffic Violations

Bureau to assist the Court with the clerical work of traffic cases. The Clerk of the Bureau

shall be the City Recorder and he may designate such person or persons as deputies as shall be

necessary and the Bureau shall be open at such hours as the Municipal Judge shall designate. 

b) The Municipal Judge, who shall hear traffic cases, shall designate the specified

offenses under the traffic ordinance of this city and the state traffic laws in respect to

ewhich payment of fines may be accepted by the Traffic Violations Bureau in satisfaction thereof, 

and shall specify by suitable schedules the amount of such fines for first, second and subsequent

offenses, provided such fines are within the limits declared by law or ordinance, and shall further

specify what number of such offenses shall require appearance before the Municipal Court. 

Section 21 WHEN PERSON MAY ELECT TO APPEAR AT BUREAU OR BEFORE MUNICIPAL JUDGE

a) Any person charged with an offense for which payment of a fine may be made to the

Traffic Violations Bureau, shall have the option of paying such fine within the time specified

In the notice of arrest at the office of the Traffic Violations Bureau upon entering a plea of

guilty and upon waiving appearance in Court; or may have the option of depositing required law— 

ful bail and, upon a plea of not guilty, shall be entitled to a trial as authorized by law. 

b) A payment of a fine to the Bureau shall be deemed an acknowledgement of conviction

of the alleged offense and the Bureau, upon accepting the prescribed fine, shall issue receipt

to the violator acknowledejng payment thereof. 

Section : DUTIES OF TRAFFIC VIOLATIONS BUREAU

The following duties are hereby imposed upon the Traffic Violations Bureau in reference

to traffic offenses: 

A) It shell aocept designated fines, issue receipts, and represent in Court such

violators as are permitted and desire to plead guilty, waive Court appearance and give power

of attorney. 

b) To receive and issue receipts for cash bail from the persons who must or wish to be

heard in Court and indicate the time of their appearance on the Court docket, and notify the

arreating, Offioer and any, to be present.

The City Recorder shall provide books to include traffic citation froms for notifying

alleged violators to appear and answer to charges of violating traffic laws and ordi- nances

in the Municipal Court of this city. Said book shall include serially numbered sets of citations

in quadruplicate in the form prescribed and approved by the Municipal Judge and the City

Attorney. b) 

The City Recorder shall issue such books to the Chief of Police or his duly authorized

agent and shall maintain a record of every book so issued and shall require written receipts

of every such book. c) 

The Chief of Police shall be responsible for the issuance of such books to the individual

members of the Police Department. The Chief of Police shall require a written receipt

for every book so issued and shall maintain a record of every such book and each set of

citations contained therein.

Chief of Police shall also maintain or cause to be maintained in connection with every

traffic citation issued by a member of the Police Department, a record of the dis- position of

the charge by the Municipal Court of this city or its Traffic Violations Bureau. e) The

Chief of Police shall also maintain or cause to be maintained a record of all warrants issued

by the Municipal Court of this city and which are delivered by the Police Department for

service, and of the final disposition of all such warrants. f) It

shall be unlawful and official misconduct for any member of the Police Department or other

officer or public employee to dispose of, alter, or deface a traffic citation or any copy thereof, 

or the record of the issuance or disposition of any traffic citation, complaint or warrant, 

in any manner other than as required in this section.
