An Ordinance requiring that certain callinEs, trades and occupations
be licensed, providing the manner of issuing licenses, providing forpenalties for failure to obtain license, repealing all ordinances or

parts of ordinances in conflict herewith an,: declaring an emergency. 
THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF AL3,'. 1JY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1 LICE:: SE FEZ

The business, 
trades and occupations hereinafter enumerated shall

Pay the license fee specified in the following schedule except and subject to thefollowing conditions:

A contract signed by the city nn-1 the applicant providing thAt the
proceeds received by the applicant from such business occupation or trade to be
used to improve a part of t:.e city' s p•: blic park system or

b) One - hail (; 4) of t e license fee shall be charged in those instances
where the applicant can show to t: e satisfaction of the City Council that the
proceeds to the applicant from such business occupation or trade : will be used for
charitable, benevolent or public purposes. 

c) 

No license fee shall be charged to an applicant ' when the participantsin the business, 
trade or occupation are amateurs only and the proceeds from the

event are to be used for charitable, benevolent or public purposes. Schedule oflicense fees to be charged is as folio: rs:

Section 2: DEFINITION' S

a) Bovlini- Alie:;s, 
S_ lliard Rooms and Poolrooms: Every place or building

here bowls or oaa s are thrown, or bi_h anti, pool or pigeon -hole or other games
are played, or where ba_ 1 or cues are used, shall be regarded as a bowling alley
or billiard room or poolroom, respectively under this Ordinance, when used for
profit or gain. 

b) Circuses cr iienareries:• A ' circus" is hereby defined to be anyexhibition o: feats of .'.,rsec. anship, acrobatics or sports, and a " menogerie" is
hereby defined to ' oe an exhibition of wild animais. Any otruer, proprietor, keeper
or other person in charge of any circus and/ or menagerie shall pay the herein before
provided license fee for suci, circus and menagerie; provided, however, that only
one fee shall be paid for both circus and menagerie if they are in the same building, tent, space or area. A circus or menagerie held outdoors in n space or area, includ- 
ing a tent shall be an ' Outdoor circus and a menagerie" art: a circus or menagerie
held inside the building shall be an " indoor circus and a : menagerie." 

c) _ Exhibitions, Sho: vs and Entertainments: Any exhibition, show or enter- 
tainment not other•:ise coverea in t,. is ordinance shall pay the license fee provided
in the schedule of fees under erhibiticnc, shows and entertainment. 

d) Juggler: 
Every person who performs by sleight- of- hand shall be deemed ajuggler under this Ordinance. 

a) Postinrz Theatrical or Other Show Sills: Any person a' ho is engaged inthe calling
or esplo :_ cnt of posting theatrical or ether sho: r bills shall

fall within the above license schedule. 

f) Pa, vnbroker: Any person whose business or occupation is to take or receive, 
by pledge or exchange, shares of stock., wharehouse receipts, any geode;,- vares, or bonds, 

bills or exchange, and other written evidence of indebtedness for the repayment of
money lent thereon, shall be termed a pawnbroker under this ordinance. 



g) Shooting Galleri.ea: Shooting OtlierieFs shall. be any places or buildings
where guns are: kept, whether, for hire or not, for shooti. ng at targets, and - hall
be within t: he purview of this ordinance. 

h) Skai: in; minks: All owners or managers of skating rinks shall be subject
to the license fee provided in the foregoing; schedule. Established structures for
the use of skateboards .; hall be defined to be skating rinks. 

i) ' Phew Every building used wholly or in part for the purpose of
dramatic operatic or motion picture presentations therein and operated for commercial
gain shall be deemed theatre. 

Section 3: LICENSE

No person, firm, corporation or association shall, within the limits of the
City of Albany, engage in or carry on any trade, business, occupation or profession for
which a license is required by this ordinance, until he or they shall have obtained
such license. 

Section 4: APPLICATION FOR LICENSE, 

Every person, firm, corporation or association required by this ordinance to
obtain a license to engage in any trade, business, occupation or profession for which

a license is required shall pay to the City Recorder the sum of money required by ordinance
in payment thereof'; thereupon, with the receipt of the C. ty Recorder setting forth the kindof business, trade, occupation or profession for which said license is cesi.red, they shall
apply to the City :Recorder who shall issue such license, upon the compliance of the appli- 

cant with the provisions of all ordinances relating to obtaining licenses for the business, 
trade, occupation, or profession for which said license is lesi..red. 

Section 5: RECORD OF LICENSES

Every, license issued by virtue of this ordinance shall contain and set forth' the
purpose, trade, business, occupation, or profession for whi. ch such li.eense : is granted and
the name and place of abode of the person or persons taking out such license. spill

license shall authorize the continuance of the business named therein at the place therein for
the term of such . license, but shall not authorize the carrying on of said business in an; 
other place unless the place licensed be closed, in which case or cases the City Recorder
shall be notified of the change and he ,,: call note the same on the record of licenses. 

Section 6: PLACE OF TRAD&, ETC. 

In every case where more than one of the trades, occupations, businesses, or profess- 

ions for which a license is required shall be conducted or carried on in the same place, 
by the same person, at the same time, a license must be taken out for each of said pursuits
according to the - rates severally prescribed herein. 

Section EXPIRATION OF LICENSES

All licenses issued quarterly shall expire on the last day of each quarter as follows: 

The 31st day of March; 
The 30W day of June; 
The 30=h day of September; 
The 31st day of December. 

All quarterly licenses shall be dated on the first day of the month in which the
liability thereof accrues and shall be issued upon the payment of a suitable portion of
the amount required for such license. 

Section 3: PENALTY FOR VIOLATION

Any person, firm, corporation or association who shall pursue any occupation herein
enumerated without first taking out a license as herein provided or violate any of the
provisions of this ordinance shall., upon conviction thereof, be fined not less than ` 65. 00
nor more than 3100. 00, or be imprisoned for not less than' 2 days nor more that 50 days, or

be punished by both. such fine and imprisonment, in the discretion of the Court. 

Section 9: EMEi2GENCY CLAUSE

Whereas, the peace, health and safety of the people of the City of Albany require
that this ordinance shall become immediately effective, therefore, an emergency is hereby

declared to exist and this ordinance shall become if full force and effect immediately
upon its passage by the Council and approval by the Hayor.
