Cr THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

jggUSAt Section 2 of Ordinance No. 3345 is hereby amended to read as follows: 

That there shall be a public hearing as to the advisability of annexing
the property described in Section 1 to the City of Albany on the 22nd day
of Noy, 1968, at 7: 15 p. m. and the City Recorder is hereby directed to
give notice of said public hearing by publishing in a newspaper of general
circulation published in the said City once a week for two ( 2) successive and

consecutive weeks and by posting in four ( 4) public places, a notice setting

forth thb time and place of said hearing and the description of the property
to be considered for annexation and the purpose for which the hearing is held. 

jWionL EMERGENCY CLAUSE

Inasmuch as this ordinance is necessary for the immediate preservation of the
public health, peace and safety for the citizens of the City of Albany an emergency
is hereby declared to exist and it will become effective immediately upon passage
by the Council and approval by the Mayor.
