AN ORDINANCE ANNEXING AN ARLA KNOWN AS COLUMBUS ACRES, LOCATED BLfWEEN GLARY STRIXr

r AND OOLURBUS $ TRSET NORT11 CF THE ALHaNY- SANTIAM CANAL, TO THE CITY OF ALBANY, OREGON, 

AND DECLARING AN EMERGATfc: Y. 

1. 

WHEREAS, on the 12th ray of March, 1969, at a regular Council meeting, the

Gouncil of the City of Albany, Oreaton, did duly pass Ordinance No 3392, wherein it

was provided that a public hearing would be held on the 9th day of April, 1969, con- 

cerning the advisability of annexing the area known as Columbus Acres, City of Albany, 
Linn County, Oregon, and

WHEREAS, the hearing was duly held on the 9th day of April, 1969, and at that

time the Council determined that the Notices of Hearing had been given as provided
in the said Ordinance, and pursuant to the terms of 222. 1il, 222. 120 and 222. 170, 

ORS and

WHEREAS, the Council, after said hearing determined that the area known as
Columbus Acres, Linn County, Oregon, be annexed to the City of Albany, and the con- 

sent of the property owners having been filed giving their consent to the annexation, 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBkNY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1: That the following described property be and is hereby annexed to the
City of Albany, to -wit: 

Beg at the intersection of the E li of Geary St and the South ' 
li of Rural Dale, a subdivision of record, Linn County, Oregon; 

ad pt being also the SW Cor of Lot 12, ad Subdivision; and rnng
th N 89° 51' E alg the S li of ad sub., 715. 01' to the W li of

Columbus St; th S 0° 55' E alg the W li of ad St 1921; th S 89° 
51' W 200. 0'; th S 0° 55' E 96. 0'; th N 89° 51' E 2001; th S 0° 

55' E alg the W li of Columbus St., 229. 0' to the N li of the Albany- 
Santiam Canal; th S 89° 51' W, alg sd N li, 708. 84' to the E li

of Geary St; th N 01° 36' W alg ad E li 517. 0' to the pob, con- 

taining 8. 45 acres, more or less to be known as Columbus / ores

as an R- 5 Residential zone, 

Section 2: That a copy of this ordinance shall be filed in the office of the City
Recorder and the number of the ordinance shall be noted on the official zoning

map of the City of Albany. 

Section 3: Whereas, it is in the betterment of the public health, interest, 

safety and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Albany that this
matter of annexation of the property herein described be disposed of at the
earliest possible moment, that the City facilities be made available to this
property, therefore, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance
shall become immediately effective upon its passage by the Council and approval
by the Mayor.
