AN ORDINANCE TO DETERMINE THE ASSESSMENTS AGAINST THE PROPERTIES
SPECIFICIALLY BENEFITED BY SANITARY SEWER IMPROVEMENTS: SANITARY SEWER
TO SERVE MARION STREET, SOUTH OF 34TH AVENUE AND JACKSON PARKWAY
SANITARY SEWER AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

RECITALS:

1. The sewer assessment as referred to in this ordinance and previous resolutions
and ordinances are for the Sanitary Sewer to serve Marion Street, South of 34th Avenue
(§8-1971-7) and Jackson Parkxway Sanitary Sewer (8S5-1971-8).

2. Preliminary resolutions and ordinances prescribing the manner and extent of
the improvements are set forth in Resolution Nos. 1312, 1314 and in Ordinance
No. 2864.

3. The assessments set ferth in the following ordinance are based .upon the
request and recommendation of the City Engineer in compliance with Ordinance No.
2864.

Section 1: COST
