become immediately effective upon its passage by the Council and approval
by the Mayor.

FINDINGS OF FACT

The entire parcel being recommended for annexation--R-2'and BP-1 ·

zoning is presently County Commercial.

The Comprehensive Land Use Plan Goal Statements address the need

for controlled and compact neighborhood Commercial service areas,

to include Business and Professional uses.

The Comprehensive Land USe Plan allows for future Urban Residential
and Commercial which could permit both the R-2 and BP-I zoning,
as recommended.

The proposed development scheme would be totally compatible with

existing development patterns within the area.

The property is part of an island area Which allows the City to initiate

annexation and zoning by their own motion and adoption of an ordinance.

The property fronts on a major arterial and can easily be served by
sanitary and storm sewers.
