WHEREAS, the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation has awarded the Albany Public Library grant monies
in the amount of $32,880.00 to purchase ten public access Internet workstations and a server; and

WHEREAS, Albany Public Library has experienced a 552 percent increase in the use of its electronic and
reference resources in the past decade; and

WHEREAS, the grant monies will allow the Albany Public Library to improve public access to the
Internet to its patrons; and

WHEREAS, the addition of ten public access computers will allow the Albany Public Library to meet the
adequate standard for public Internet access workstations set in the Standards for Oregon Public Libraries:
